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Emergency Management Track Descriptions

New Director Orientation WED 08:00a Franklin, Rains [EMA] 4.0
Basic information to help new county director’s in dealing with day to day emergency management operations and issues. This track also
includes an explanation and discussion of KRS Chapter 39 and the KAR's as they relate to Emergency Management. There are discussions of the
Local Emergency Operations Procedures and the State Emergency Operations Procedures. There will be an overview of all Kentucky Division of
Emergency Management programs such as Search and Rescue, Local Emergency Planning Committee’s, Chemical Stockpile Emergency
Preparedness Program, Training and Exercise, Sara Title 111, Disaster Assistance, Public Assistance and the disaster process.
Mutual Aid/Interoperability WED 08:00a KSP1, KSP2 [EMA] 4.0
This will be a interoperability workshop that is currently taking place in Areas 1-3 as part of the catastrophic earthquake effort. A problem
identified during the catastrophic earthquake workshop earlier this year was that many locals don't know how to use the channels. Kentucky State
Police provides a free interoperability channel which can patch frequencies together during an incident. This provides a FREE solution state-wide for
interoperable communications.

Review of KRS 39 WED 01:00p Instructorl [EMA] 4.0
Review of KRS 39 A- G and how it relates to Emergency Management.
Earthquake Awareness WED 01:00p King, CUSEC Co-Presenter[EMA] 4.0

This track focuses on the Kentucky Earthquake Program and the Catastrophic Planning effort. Also presented will be an overview of the
April 18, 2008 earthquake.
HazMat Case Studies WED 08:00a CoDir 1, HazMat Mbr1 [LEPC] 4.0
Identification of four prominent hazmat incidents that have taken place across the state within the past few years to highlight lessons
learned. There will be questions from the class to the Responders/Incident Commanders from those incidents presented on their responses, what
went well, and what they would do differently from each incident. Photos and co-presenters are welcome.
Resource Management WED 08:00a /1:00p Bastin [LEPC] 4.0
This course provides an overview of the National Incident Management System resource typing matrix. This course will also detail the
recommendations from; and the process that the Kentucky Division of Emergency Management is leading to efficiently order, coordinate and provide
resources to local jurisdictions during times of disaster. Audience should be those individuals directly responsible for coordinating local emergency
response resources (including equipment and personnel) in your respective jurisdiction.
ICS 400 WED/THR 08:00a Dixon, Mattox [LEPC] 16.0
This course provides training on and resources for personnel who require advanced application of the Incident Command System (ICS).
The target audience for this course is senior personnel who are expected to perform in a management capacity in an Area Command or Multi-agency
Coordination Entity. This course expands upon information covered in 1CS-100 through ICS-300 courses. This course will include but not be limited
to: major and/or complex incident/event management, area command, and multi-agency coordination.
CAMEO (Advanced) for EM WED/THR 08:00a Bergman [LEPC] 8.0
This course takes off from basic CAMEQ to show participants methods of easily and quickly creating and maintaining a CAMEO-
MARPLOT database. The class is geared toward County Emergency Managers, Planners, and others who have large amounts of data they want to
enter into a searchable database. The class will also offer ideas on using MARPLOT as a mapping program for a number of applications. The class
is being taught by Tom Bergman of the Oklahoma Department of Environmental Quality. Tom has used CAMEO since its inception and is the
author of the CAMEO Companion. The techniques he will demonstrate, most of which he invented, have allowed Tom to keep up with the over
30,000 Tier Il Hazardous Material Inventory Forms he receives annually.
Planning WED 01:00p James, Yates [LEPC] 4.0
The Planning Branch Staff will present information on the following on-going projects; County Planning, Overview of the Finalized
Version of the County Template, Crosswalk of Changes from Annex to ESF Focus, Changes to Equipment Resource List
Electronic Submission Format, County Template Planning Guidance and Training Opportunities, Extremely Hazardous Substances,
Extremely Hazardous Substances in Your County, TAB Q Database Update and Planning, Planning Web Page Updates and Improvements, The Role
of LEPC’s in TAB Q Planning. Also included will be State Planning, State Emergency Operations Plan Update to ESF Format, New Madrid Zone
Earthquake and Catastrophic Planning Overview.
Spokesperson THR 08:00a Rogers, Instructorl [EMA] 8.0
This 8 hour track includes classroom instruction and exercise participation to become an effective spokesperson for your agency. During
times of crisis and emergencies, the perception of how the situation is being handled will help determine the success of the response. Target audience
should include: emergency managers, county officials and those that may provide media interviews within their communities.
Basic EOC THR 08:00a Bastin [EMA] 4.0
This course will provide a general overview of organizing and operating a local Emergency Operation Center. Course will describe roles
and expectations for individuals working in an Operations Center environment during a disaster situation. Audience should be those individuals with
an active role in staffing a local Emergency operations Center during disaster situations.
Newly Elected Officials THR 01:00p Bastin [EMA] 4.0
This course will provide an orientation to the various programs administered by the Kentucky Division of Emergency Management.
Discusses the responsibility, the need and how an effective Emergency Management program can benefit the local government. Audience should be
those recently elected individuals with responsibility to maintain an emergency management program within local government
Hazwoper Refresher THR 08:00a Francis [LEPC] 8.0
This course meets the requirements in OSHA 29 CFR 1910.120 for eight hours of annual refresher training for workers at hazardous waste
sites. This course is designed for general site workers who remove hazardous waste or who are exposed or potentially exposed to hazardous
substances or health hazards. Topics include HAZWOPER regulations, safety and health plans, hazardous chemicals, safety hazards, air monitoring,
medical surveillance, site control, decontamination, personal protective equipment, and respiratory equipment.
Emergency Response Guide 2008 THR 08:00a Franklin, Rains [LEPC] 8.0
Discussion of uses and purpose of the Emergency Response Guidebook. Instruction of proper use and how to look up chemicals and how
to accurately read the various charts contained in the Emergency Response Guidebook.
